Revision of the Radiation Protection ( Safety and Security of Radioactive Sources) Regulations


At the request of the Government of Republic of Zimbabwe, an international team of senior safety experts met representatives of the Radiation Protection Authority of Zimbabwe (RPAZ) from 9 to 18 November 2014 to conduct an Integrated Regulatory Review Service (IRRS) mission. The purpose of the peer review was to review the national regulatory framework for radiation safety of Zimbabwe.
The review compared the Zimbabwe regulatory framework for radiation safety against the IAEA Safety Standards as the international benchmark for safety, and made among others the following observation:
· legal and regulatory framework exists but important issues such as the prime responsibility for safety, avoiding conflict of interest, management of disused and orphan sources and radioactive waste, among others, are not adequately covered.
As such there was need to revise SI 62 of 2011 so that the provisions of the international safety standards are more completely addressed.
